One of the issues we are currently responding to is the
Senate inquiry into the regulation of mobility devices, and
| want to take this opportunity to thank the more than
100 people who responded to our survey. Your individual
experiences and theimpact the suggested changes would
have on your lives assisted us greatly as we responded to
the inquiry — and you'll have the opportunity to read more
about this further in this newsletter.

This too, shows how important advocacy organisations
still remain in the NSW landscape - as things aren't
perfect — people with disability are still a long way from
being fully included members of the community, and it’s
only with continued involvement in policy making at a
systemic level, along with addressing the gaps, that we
will ensure this ever comes to be. (Continued on page 2)
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To this end we are still working hard in the Stand By Me campaign, calling for the NSW
government to ensure that vital independent disability advocacy, information and peak
representational services don't become a casualty of the implementation of the NDIS.

We've had no official change to the NSW Liberal Government’s decision to stop all funding
as of June this year, however, there have been some more positive conversations with the
powers that be, that suggest our voices are being heard.

That said, until the Premier announces that she will find the funds to ensure all people with
disability in NSW have access to advocacy post June 2018 we will continue to ramp up our
campaign. As always, if you haven't done so already - sign our online petition, email, write
to or go and meet with your local MP - and tell them why you still need our services in an
NDIS world. (Afterall, 90% of you won't get an NDIS funded package - and even those that
do can't use it to purchase advocacy services, particularly if your issue isn't related to your
goals!)

Stand By Me Campaign Update

Over the past quarter, we have had
an overwhelming response to our
Stand By Me campaign, particularly
our online petition. At present, we
have almost 32,000 signatures and
the number is steadily growing.

Here's an update of what we've achieved with the campaign recently:

- Labor Parliamentary Round table where the Leader of the Opposition committed to
refunding advocacy organisations if re-elected.

- Collected over 2300 postcards from supporters (with over 30,000 distributed, we're
expecting many more to come!)

- Had a motion raised by Local Government NSW at their recent NSW conference calling
on the Government of NSW to continue to fund NSW advocacy, information and peak

representative groups — which was passed with unanimous support by all local councils.
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- Successfully held the Stand By Me Parliamentary Forum - attended by MP’s from all sides
of the floor, and with fabulous support from Labor, the Greens and independents such as
the Christian Democrats; Shooter, Fishers and Farmers Party; and even some Liberals and
Nationals in attendance.

- Dawn Walker MP and the Greens recognised the need for independent advocacy,
information and peak representative organisations by putting forth a motion in the Upper
House of the NSW Parliament.

- Numerous rallies throughout NSW with local MPs.

- Significant media coverage in the The Guardian, SMH, Sky News, Daily Telegraph, ABC and
many local papers/media.

- Our #StandByMe Social Media Day of Action was a resounding success! Our message was
heard loud and clear and #StandByMe was trending on Twitter.

-We had a meeting with the Premier’s office where we had the chance to voice our concerns.
Despite all of this, Gladys Berejiklian is still refusing to meet with us in person. So now we're
calling upon those who live in the Willoughby electorate to request a meeting with the

Premier as you are entitled to meet with her as your local representative.

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Submission on the Regulation of Mobility Scooters

Following a campaign by NSW Senator John Williams and the National Party, the Senate
Standing Committee on Rural and Regional Affairs and Transport undertook an Inquiry
into the need for regulation of mobility scooters and motorised wheelchairs. As part of
PDCN'’s submission to this inquiry we conducted a survey of mobility scooter and motorised
wheelchair users, for which we received 133 responses. We would like to thank everyone
who completed our online survey or contributed through an in-depth case study. PDCN
was able to highlight the experiences of mobility device users and your feedback has been
invaluable in assisting us in responding to this inquiry.

The National Party have proposed new regulations that could see the speed of mobility
devices, including power wheelchairs limited to 6km per hour and 150kg in weight. PDCN
does not support the adoption of restrictions on motorised mobility devices (MMDs). In
our submission PDCN has discussed our significant concerns about how these regulations
would negatively impact on the lives of individuals who rely on the use of mobility scooters
and motorised wheelchairs for their freedom of movement and independence. This would
be through limiting choice and availability of models, higher costs and making itimpossible
for individuals with complex needs or above average height or weight to purchase a legally
compliant device that meets their needs.

The research conducted by PDCN highlighted how essential MMDs are for individuals with
disability to access the community for a variety of purposes including shopping, attending
doctors’ appointments, social activities, education and employment. PDCN members
reported that not having access to mobility scooters and motorised wheelchairs would
significantly impact their independence, with many individuals stating they would no
longer be able to leave home independently and would be reliant on friends, family or
support workers. Many individuals expressed concern that that they would be confined to
their home and this would have a detrimental impact on their physical and mental health.

PDCN believes that most people who use a MMD do so in a safe manner and pose no risk
to the community. Survey respondents overwhelmingly reported that they will vary their
speed depending on their environment, for example slowing down in a pedestrian zone.

The survey response also indicated that pedestrian behavior frequently played a role in
accidents and injuries involving mobility scooters or motorised wheelchairs. In addition,
accidents and injuries were attributed to infrastructure issues in the urban environment,
such as a lack of footpaths or steep curb transitions.

In our submission to this inquiry PDCN has made recommendations for government,
including the introduction of public awareness campaigns focusing on safe shared road
and footpath use and the needs of mobility scooter and motorised wheelchair users, and
greater investment in infrastructure to improve the accessibility of the built environment
including footpaths, ramps, curb cut outs and design of pedestrian crossings to maximise
visibility and safety.

Once again, PDCN would like to thank everyone who has assisted us by providing their
experiences and perspectives. Your feedback has informed our submission and will ensure
the voice of people with disabilities is being heard on this important issue. To read PDCN’s
full submission to the inquiry please see our website.

The Public Interest Advocacy Centre (PIAC) conducts a regular survey to understand the
struggles Australians have with their energy and water bills, and they’ve asked the Physical
Disability Council of NSW to help.
